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Nano-Ink

Invisible fluorescent security inks have been developed using single wall carbon nanotubes by scientists of the Rice University.
Such invisible inks are used in business and commerce as a possibility of protection against fraud, counterfeiting, and theft. These inks are invisible when they are printed but can be made visible through various methods to decode the written information. These inks are used to prove the authenticity of document which is commercially valuable such as stock certificates, bearer bonds, checks, lottery tickets, vouchers and as security tags to protect against the misuse of personal identification documents. They can also protect our personal documents like passports etc. 
How does it work to protect our documents?

So there are Nanotubes in different sizes, they decide how much you can see and how much is hidden from the ink.  
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We think that this method of using the ink is very good. Because you can protect your personal documents. But it’s bad when criminals get the knowledge how to produce the ink. Then they could fake important documents or steal person’s identity.
